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Kindergarten Team Coach Information 
 The coaches play a vital role in the success of a soccer team. Below are outlined information which help the 

season run smoothly making the game enjoyable for all. 

1. The Club utilizes TeamSnap for hosting team rosters and calendar information. Each team has its 
own site, and email messages can be sent. The Club will also send messages Club- or age group-
wide at times. You may need to input your team members’ data if a team manager is not identified at 
that time.  
 

2. Official rosters are not needed for our In-House program.  
 

3. Magic SC has implemented a Player-Parent Code of Conduct in the 9u and older age groups. Please 
encourage good sportsmanship early with your players and parents.   

 
4. Obtain the team Contact List that includes medical information from the Club Administrator. Bring the 

Contact List document to every game or practice you attend in case of emergency. Please DO NOT 
share the CL with families. It contains confidential medical information needed in case emergency 
personnel are called to the field.  

 
5. Practices are scheduled on Wednesdays from 5:30-6:30pm at Wexford Park.  

 
6. Reschedule games if needed. Contact opponents’ staff first, then Club Admin (Field Coordinator) to 

secure the field. 
 

7. If you will be short players, ask the opponent’s staff if you could either borrow players or, if they will 
be low as well, discuss reducing to 1 field prior to the game. Feel free to contact them ahead of time, 
so you can skip the discussion the day of.

question about practice plans, a concern or issue with an opposing coach/parent/player.   
 

-Ball size is 3. All players must wear shin guards and athletic shoes. 
-Coaches should be the last off the field. Never leave a child waiting for a ride alone! 

-Be positive! Encourage positive cheering from and for all. 
-Contact Administrator for equipment. 

-Each coach receives a complimentary green Magic jersey to wear on game days (practices are fine, too!).
